Fort Drum is an active military installation. Recreational use is secondary to the military mis-

sion. All recreationists are responsible for knowing the laws, regulations,  

and procedures for recreational activities on Fort Drum.  

Recreation on Fort Drumñincluding hunting, fishing, trapping, and wildlife viewingñis open to 

everyone! 
 

Before entering the training areas, all recreationists must have a NYSDEC license (for applicable 

activities), a Fort Drum Recreation Pass, a weapon registration document (if applicable), and 

check-in daily by calling the Sportsmanõs Hotline at 772-7153. The Sportsmanõs Hotline is 

updated at approximately 6:00 pm, listing training areas that are open the following day.  
 

Fort Drum Recreational Access Passes are ONLY available on-line through the Fish & Wildlife 

Management Program web site at: www.fortdrum.isportsman.net.  Passes are FREE.    

Recreational Access Passes (and NYSDEC licenses) are valid from January 1 to December 31. 
 

Recreationists can obtain access passes from home, library, or 

other computer terminal with internet access and a printer. Once 

the information has been input into the system, the recreational 

access pass can be printed on a normal printer (the print out will 

look like the example on the left).  Cut out the access pass on the 

dotted lines and it can be laminated or simply placed inside the 

windshield when entering Fort Drum.  
 

Regulations can be downloaded from the web site, but 

Recreational Use Maps must be picked up in person at the Natural Resources Permit Office      

(S-2507). It is the responsibility of every recreationist to have an updated map and know the 

regulations before recreating on Fort Drum!
